What is a floodplain?

+ A floodplain is any area which will be covered by water

during a flood.

« Pima County regulates the 100-year floodplain. The
regulatory floodplain is any area within a watercourse
that is inundated by water resulting from a 100-year
storm event.

« Watercourses (washes) with a peak discharge greater

than 100 cubic feet per second are considered regula-

tory floodplains and are subject to the provisions of
the Floodplain Ordinance.

With sheet flow floodplains, Pima County regulates
flood depth greater than six inches during the 100-

year flood. If the land area which contributes runoff
to the wash is larger than 20 acres it probably has a
regulatory floodplain.

How to determine if your property
is in a mapped floodplain

« If your lot is in a recently platted subdivision, the final
plat will have the 100-year floodplain limits clearly
printed on it.
